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CBD Request for Research Proposals

The FPR-UCLA Center for Culture, Brain, and Development (CBD) invites proposals from faculty, students, and post-docs associated with the Center for the 2008 calendar-year funding period, ending December 31, 2008.  The purpose of the CBD Grants Program is to support integrative research involving culture, brain and development by CBD faculty and trainees.  The funds are competitively awarded through a peer review process that examines the merits of the individual projects and the relevance to the CBD mission.

Funding Priorities

Faculty

Seed money is available for the development of innovative, interdisciplinary research integrating at least two of the fields of culture, brain, and development.  We encourage new projects by young faculty members, research involving two or more faculty from different CBD fields, and projects that include a CBD trainee.  Travel funds are available for mentoring field research of CBD trainees. The intention of seed grants to faculty is that they lead to larger research proposals. 
Trainees

Support is available for CBD pilot projects, masters, and dissertation research integrating at least two of the fields of culture, brain, and development.  Trainee proposals must be co-mentored and sponsored by two CBD faculty members with expertise in different areas.  Field research is encouraged.  Travel funds are available for trainees to organize symposia and present CBD-related papers at scholarly conferences.

Requirements and Limitations

· A one-page report of results and accomplishments must be submitted by December 31, 2008.
 If you have had a prior grant, or grants, from CBD and have not yet submitted your report(s), the report(s) must be submitted along with your proposal. 

· Awarded funds must be spent by December 31, 2008. Remaining funds will be retained by, or returned to, CBD.

· Faculty and trainees who have received a prior CBD research grants must show evidence of productivity in terms of extramural grant applications (for faculty seed grants), presentations, and publications before they will be considered for another CBD award on the same line of research.   

· Student travel funds will be limited to a maximum of $2,000 per applicant.

· Total budget should not exceed $6,000.

· A limited number of summer stipends are available at $4,700 each. Trainees may apply for these stipends as part or all of their proposal.

· Equipment purchased with CBD funds will become property of the Center, and must be returned to the Center at the end of the project.

· Trainees or junior faculty can receive grants to write theoretical papers, provided that they are submitted for publication.
· Grants to senior faculty must include at least one CBD trainee as an RA or postdoctoral collaborator.

· RAs included in CBD grants must be CBD trainees.

Submit both an electronic copy and original of the attached electronic application to the CBD Administrator by January 18, 2008.  No late applications will be accepted.
